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PROCEEDINGS OF THE
EASTERN DISTRICT ASSOCIATION

Thursday Morning, September 30, 2021

The Eastern District Association of Primitive Baptists convened in its 169" annual
session hosted by Fairview Church (Bellbrook, OH) held on the grounds of Clear Springs
Church in Spring Valley, OH.

Fairview (Bellbrook)

Over 80 years ago, people from various mountain sections of Virginia, Tennessee,
and Kentucky began to migrate to this area of Ohio as they sought a more prosperous
way of life. Many found employment in industrial plants in this area and established their
homes and farms in the vicinity.

Although they were enjoying their new homes and better means of earning a living,
there was something not quite to their satisfaction. They visited various churches and
sought to worship with them, but there was a spiritual atmosphere they had known
previously that was missing from them here. They started having services in their
homes, in groves, or wherever a building could be found when weather conditions
prevented them from meeting outside. As they enjoyed these services, a need for a
church building of their own was felt.

The location where the church is now was offered to them, and arrangements were
made for it to become the permanent location of a band of Primitive Baptist people. This
was made possible with the help of George Driskel, who owned the land. Although he
was a member of another organization, he was a true friend of this church.

The original building was erected, and in August, 1938, the church was formally
organized with the help of Elders E.A. Robinette, W.H. Burke, H.V. Hall, and J.H. Sybert
with a total of 18 charter members. The building was dedicated, and the first Union
Meeting was held. The church lettered into the Eastern District Association in October,
1938, with 37 members on the roll.

Elder Clarence Slagle, who was the first Pastor, served in that capacity until 1976.
Others who have served as Pastor include: Elders Joe Dean, Frank Brown, Rolan
Callahan, Charles Roller, Luther Abrams, Bryan Moore, Elmer Parsons, Crawford Sage,
Ron Bledsoe, Kenneth Mitchell, and Hasco Jenkins. The current Pastors are Elders
Jason Robinette and Joseph Robinette.

The first Deacons included Brothers Orbin Barnett, Lewis Joyner, and Bryan Moore,
who all rest with the Lord. Others who have served as Deacons include: Brothers
Owsley, Leonard Davis, Homer Lovins, Jim Osborne, Crawford Sage, Bobby Taylor,
William Vanover, Kyle Vanzant, Ron Bledsoe, Kenneth Mitchell, Emerson Browning,
Morris Giles, Ray Eldridge, and Eldon “Sonny” Wallen. Current Deacons are Brothers
Jake Fairchild, Bobby Graham, and Josh Harkleroad.

Brother Lewis Joyner was the first Clerk/Treasurer and served the church until 1966.
Other Clerks who served the church are: Sisters Virginia Hall Osborne, Berneda Moore
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Vanover, Betty Barnett Livingston, Brother Kenneth Mitchell, and Sister Charlene
Mitchell. Current Clerk is Sister Jennifer Robinette with Sister Erin Harkleroad serving
as her Assistant.

In 1950, Sister Georgia Moore Sage was elected as Treasurer and served until her
death in 2008. Current Treasurer is Sister Shelley Wallen with Sister Kristy Fairchild
serving as her Assistant.

A clear and cool morning provided a pleasant start for the 169" session of the Eastern
District Association of Primitive Baptists. Brother Steve Minton, Tony Smith, and Bradley
Brown led the congregation in singing several songs of praise to our Most High God. His
forever | will be, for the Love He gave for me. There’s no other friend on whom | can
depend. As the singing concluded, many had gathered under and around the tent.

Our moderator, Elder Terry Sizemore, welcomed everyone to the 169" annual
gathering of the Eastern District Association of Primitive Baptists. Elder Sizemore then
asked that the congregation sing the Association’s standard song, “Brethren, We Have
Met Again.” Some of our brothers and sisters have left this world, but we have the
assurance of a Better Land if we know Jesus in the power of His resurrection.

The Moderator asked all ministers to sign the minister’s book, including ministers from
other associations and church affiliations. He reminded each delegate to get their ribbon
for the afternoon service.

The moderator reminded everyone to turn in church letters, obituaries, and financial
contributions. The Letter Committee for 2021 was appointed beforehand, consisting of
Robert Brown (chairman), Gary Hall, Danny Lawson, and Ronnie Johnson (alternate).

The moderator appointed the Committee on Religious Exercises, which consists of
Dennis Stewart (chairman), Steve Minton, and Marvin Moeller.

We were blessed with special singing by Bradley Brown, then Billy Marcum. It won’t
be very long, til Jesus shall appear. How we will shout when the redeemed are gathering
in.

Testimonies were shared and prayer requests were made for the lost, the
Association, Kenneth Mann, Lewis Baker, Frank Gilliam, our elders, Dan and Virgie
Cross, Brenda Horton, Denise Brooks, Betty Sizemore, Jewell Williamson, Randena

and his daughter, and many unspoken requests. Elder Scott Tipton led us to the throne
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of grace with a humble prayer, asking God to touch the requests and to send the drawing
power down to convict the lost.

Having been chosen to preach the introductory sermon, Elder Joseph Robinette
began by sharing his testimony of salvation and welcoming everyone to the Association.

Through
the vote, he will serve for the ensuing year.

The moderator asked for nominations to serve as moderator of the association. Elder
Terry Sizemore was nominated, and it was seconded for him to serve as moderator of
the association. It was motioned and seconded for nominations to cease. Through the
vote, Elder Sizemore will serve as moderator for the ensuing year.

Elder Oscar Irvin asked for the delegation to stand in agreement that they would
earnestly pray for the moderator and clerk as they serve the Association.

Elder Sizemore humbly thanked the delegation for their vote of confidence. We
always desire your prayers that we follow the Lord’s will in every aspect of the offices.

The moderator asked for a motion and second to allow him to appoint all committees
necessary to carry on the business of the association. It was motioned, seconded, and
voted to allow the moderator to appoint any and all such committees.

Committee on Arrangements and/or Queries: Ministers: Burnice Sybert (chairman),
Jason Robinette, Roger VanHoose, Scott Tipton, Oscar Irvin, David Horton, and Tommy
Meade.

Letter Committee for 2022: Danny Lawson (chairman), Ronnie Johnson, Dennis
Stewart, and David Horton (alternate).

Brother Delmer McPherson, chairman of the Electrical and PA System Committee,
came forward to give the report, thanking the host church for all the effort in preparation
for this year's meeting and all the help in preparing the electrical and sound system.
Brother McPherson brought forward a recommendation to reimburse Brother Adam
Lawson $827.00 for the video camera that has been used for recording and live
streaming the Association meetings. He also provided an idea for the Association to get
service for a mobile hotspot to be able to live-stream the Association meetings in the
future.

The moderator asked the delegation if they would like to act on either of these
recommendations. It was motioned, seconded, and voted to reimburse the $827 for the
video camera.

Discussion took place concerning the mobile hotspot. A recommendation was made
to inquire into pricing first. Brother Danny Lawson provided information that prior inquiry
into the matter showed it would likely require an annual contract for service at
approximately $20 per month. It was then recommended that the delegation set a
budget to allow the committee to get the service prior to the next Association. It was
motioned, seconded and voted that a mobile hotspot service be investigated, and service
be purchased with a maximum budget of $500 annually.

The moderator reminded the delegation that Excused Absence forms are available at
the clerk’s desk, as well as a Community Service form.

Brother Dennis Stewart, chairman of the Religious Exercises Committee, came
forward to give the committees report.

It was motioned, seconded, and voted to have all things which are standard printed
in the minutes.

It was motioned, seconded, and voted to allow the clerk $2,000 in appreciation for his
services.

It was motioned, seconded, and voted to allow the moderator $1,000 in appreciation
for his services.

The clerk reported all financial transactions of the year to the delegation.

The business being concluded, the delegation was dismissed in prayer, led by Elder
Kevin Cross until Friday morning, October 1, 2021.

Friday Morning, October 1, 2021

The Lord provided another beautiful morning to start the second day of the 169"
association. Brothers Dennis Stewart, Steve Minton, Bradley Brown, and Billy Marcum
led the congregational singing. Though trials should come, let this blest assurance
control that Christ hath regarded my helpless estate and hath shed his own blood for my
soul.

Elder Sizemore welcomed everyone to today’s service. Thank God for blessing us
with another day and for the wonderful meetings thus far.

Testimonies were shared, and prayer requests were made for the lost, the sick and
shut-ins, our churches and revivals, Sherrie Brown, Bradley Brown, Harmon Willis, Wally
Berry, Alene Crawford, Betty and Hershel Baker, Daniel Hurd, Billy, Cathy, and Missy
Walton, August Robinette, Polly McBee, Roy and Vicky Jones, Emma Jean and Joe
Robinette, Miss Charlene, Nadine Horne’s family, Keith Holt, Kristen Sizemore, Marty
Yount, Roger VanHoose'’s family, Eileen Brown’s son, many unspoken requests, and
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several request that the clerk could not hear to record. Elder Hunter Hensley led the
congregation with a humble prayer.

The delegation was called to order to transact the business.

It was motioned, seconded and voted to adopt the business proceedings of yesterday
as read.

Elder Roger VanHoose, having been chosen by the Committee on Religious
Exercises, came forward to take the first part of the service. Elder VanHoose began by
singing “Wayfaring Stranger” with Dennis and Karen Stewart, as shouts and praises
erupted from throughout the tent.

The clerk read the Resolution of Thanks that he had prepared. It was motioned,
seconded, and voted to print it in the minutes as read.

Brother Clifton Horne, on behalf of the Committee on Newly Constituted Churches,
reported that none had been received this year.

Elder Joe Pitzer reported on the behalf of the Committee on Finance. It was reported
that there were $5195 in receipts for the year. We thank each church as they generously
give to the Association year after year.
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Elder David Parsons reported on behalf of the Committee on Obituaries that 38 have
been received at this time. A reminder was given to include church membership or
affiliation in each obituary. Each obituary is to be approved by the church before being
submitted.

The Committee on Arrangements and/or Queries reported that two queries have been
received from Macedonia Church and New Life Church, though they were concerning
the same matter. The queries were concerning having a single, specified location for
the Association, year after year, namely the Blackwater Lick School, owned by
Blackwater Lick (Big Door) Church. It was stated there are many churches that do not
have the means, whether it be parking, facilities, manpower, or finances, to host the
Association. Having a single location could alleviate some of these issues and provide
other benefits, like indoor facilities, ample parking, etc.

The committee’s response was that the individual churches having the opportunity to
host the Association is part of our heritage. The committee recommends not making
any changes and continuing to allow each church that desires to host the Association to
plea for it to come to their church.

There was not a motion and second to bring the queries to discussion; therefore,
these queries were not addressed by the Association.

The men chosen to write the circular letter for 2021 were Elders Kevin Cross, Harmon
Willis, and Wally Berry. Elder Kevin Cross came forward to read their letter. Its message
to each of us was one of encouragement and was filled with the Spirit. It was motioned,
seconded, and voted to print the letter in our minutes as it was read.

The moderator noted that all committees are dismissed upon delivering their final
report.

The moderator appointed the Committee on Circular Letters for 2022 which includes:
Elders Oscar Irvin, Curtis Hale, and Roger VanHoose.

Billy Marcum led the congregation in singing “Going up Home to Live in Green
Pastures” and “The Only Fire I'll Ever Feel is Burning in My Heart” as several volunteers
took up an offering to help with Association expenses. A generous donation of $1001
was received.

The moderator reminded the delegation that only those chosen or appointed by their
respective churches as delegates were allowed to vote, and the maximum number of
votes per church was 4, if all delegates are present. Likewise, if only one delegate was
present, then the church would only have one vote.
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There were five churches that asked for the association to meet with them next year.
These are Burkes Union, Fairview (Bellbrook), Flower Gap, Wallens Creek, and Willow
Chapel. Delmer McPherson and David Parsons delivered the plea for Burkes Union.
Joseph Robinette came forward on behalf of Fairview and withdrew, stating he was
excited that so many other churches wanted the Association this coming year. Hunter
Hensley pled on behalf of Flower Gap. Wallens Creek’s pleas were made by Brandon
Williams and Curtis Hale. Scott Tipton came forward on behalf of Willow Chapel and
withdrew, stating He doesn’t feel it's in God’s plan for the Association to go to Willow
Chapel next year.

Through the vote, the Association was sent to Burkes Union where, the Good Lord
willing, we will convene on the Thursday morning (September 29, 2022) before the first
Saturday in October 2022 for the 170" gathering. The introductory and alternate
sermons will be preached by Elders David Parsons and Burnice Sybert, respectively.

Elder Burnice Sybert dismissed us in prayer, thanking God for such a wonderful time
that we've had in Him, as we were adjourned until Saturday morning, October 2, 2021.

Saturday Morning, October 2, 2021

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Adams, Cora L. Neeley, August Robinette, Penny VanHoose, Walker Bales and his
family, and many unspoken requests by raising hands. Elder Robert Brown humbly led
the congregation in prayer, praising God for all He’s done, most of all for salvation, and
asking God to touch each request and to convict and save the lost.

The delegation was seated in order to transact the business.

It was motioned, seconded, and voted to adopt the business proceedings of yesterday
as read, with the addition as requested.

Brother Dennis Stewart provided the final report of the Religious Exercises
Committee.

It was stated that we would discontinue to print Sister Eileen Brown’s contact
information in the minutes. We thank her for the years of service to our Association by
sending out announcements to the individual churches.

Elder Jason Robinette came to the stand with a song a song of praise and to extend
thanks on behalf of the host church to our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ for the Spirit
coming down to visit with us. Elder Robinette continued by thanking “the folks from down
south” who helped set up the tent, Clear Springs Church for use of their facilities to host
the Association, the children who helped with the food, everyone in attendance, and
most of all, thank God. He concluded by singing, “When | Thank Him for What He Has
Done.”

The moderator reminded all ministers to sign the Ministers Book.

For many years, the Saturday morning service has been dedicated as a memorial
service for those saints who have passed from among us. The moderator read the
names of those friends and family members that have moved on to their eternal home
in the past year. Please remember their families in your prayers, and we thank God for
the time we had with them.

As Burnice Sybert, who chosen by the Committee on Religious Exercises, was unable
to take the first part of the service due to sickness, Oscar Irvin came forward saying it is
a joy to be here. He had many friends on the list, even his brother, but we’re so glad
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that we have a glorious hope that we shall meet again. Those that die in the Lord are
far better off than you or me. Death is not a punishment, but a deliverance from a world
of trouble and sorrow to a Land where there are no problems.

Elder Irvin read from Romans chapter 8 (commenting that it was J.H. Sybert’s favorite
chapter) verses 18-23 and 2 Corinthians chapter 4 verses 15-18, using Romans 8:20-
21 as the thought: “For the creature was made subject to vanity, not willingly, but by
reason of him who hath subjected the same in hope, because the creature itself also
shall be delivered from the bondage of corruption into the glorious liberty of the children
of God.” He found us lacking, wanting, and dead in our trespasses, but Christ provided
a way of escape that we won'’t have to face death. In Christ we're made alive, and alive
for evermore. That man on the inside is growing more and more like Jesus, getting ready
to bust out of this old clay, and to take a flight to where there is no night.

CIRCULAR LETTER

To our Brothers and Sisters of the 169th Annual Session of the Eastern District
Association of Primitive Baptists, we pray that all may be richly anointed with grace and
peace from God, our Father, and from Jesus Christ, our Lord and Savior. A local church
is an assembly of professed believers on the Lord Jesus Christ, who assemble
themselves in His name for the breaking of bread, worship, praise, prayer, and
furtherance of the gospel. Such a church exists where two or three are gathered
together. Every such local church has Christ in the midst, is a temple of God, and indwelt
by the Holy Spirit. The true church consists of born again believers meaning called-out
ones, “called out of the world”. The church according to the scriptures should be of
one mind and one accord (Phillipians 2:2), to love and lift up one another and not to put
down,but to esteem one another (Phillipians 2:3). We are to always remember that we
were freed from the sins of bondage and set up on the solid Rock by the mercies and
grace of Jesus Christ, who paid a debt that we could not pay.

1 Corinthians Chapter 3 teaches that we who are born again are the temple of God,
and that the spirit dwells in us. Romans, Chapter 6 gives us that as Christ was raised
from the dead by the glorious power of the Father, we are raised from the dead state of
sin to walk in newness of life.

We should always remember that we were all in bondage of sin and had no way of
escape

except that God was mindful of us and made a way thru His Precious Son, Jesus, that
we could

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PROCEDURE FOR ORGANIZING NEW CHURCHES
(Revised 1964)

1. Obtain an arm from the nearest sister church when practical. This arm must be
chosen at a regular business session of the church and should consist of no less than
seven members; three of whom should be ordained members.

2. When the arm arrives at the designated place, a moderator and clerk pro-tem shall
be chosen after which the moderator shall call the council to order and have the clerk read
the Articles of Faith, Church Covenant, Rules of Decorum and Church Constitution. These
must be adopted and written in the church book.

3. The moderator shall ask for those who wish to become members of the church, and
they shall be received in the manner approved by the Primitive Baptist Church. Should
there be less than seven, they shall remain under the watchcare of the church from which
the arm was obtained. This church shall be required to appoint such members as may be
necessary to transact business. These members shall be required to be present at each
regular church session until the new church becomes a body of at least seven members.

4. A pastor and clerk shall be elected at this time, and when practical, at least one
member shall be chosen to prove himself for the office of deacon.

5. A name shall be given the church and their regular meeting time declared.

PROCEDURE FOR
ORDINATION OF MINISTER OR DEACON

(Revised 1964, 1970, 1983, 1988, 2005, 2006, 2010, 2011)

Any person being considered by the church for the Ministry or the office of Deacon must
be set apart by the church to prove himself as to his calling and qualifications for as long a
time as the church may deem necessary.

In order to better acquaint both the presbytery and the local church pertaining to the
qualifications of a minister and deacon, the past records have been thoroughly searched.
There may have been many ideas, opinions and much discussion; however, the records
are the only official means we have of knowing where the association stands and the action
it has taken.
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(A) We believe the only power that can qualify a person to preach the gospel is the
Spirit of God, and no educational institution can qualify a person to preach the gospel.

(Adopted at Blackwater, Tennessee — 1881; published 1970)

(B) We advise the churches to be careful in the ordination of ministers and deacons in
order that they observe gospel order. (See Paul's instructions to Timothy and Titus.)

(Adopted at Piney Grove Church — 1886; published 1970)

(C) How shall ministers from other associations be received into the Eastern District
Association?

Answer: Any minister of any other organization desiring to become a member of any
of the association churches as a minister: (1) shall first be received as a member of a
local church; (2) the church then at their discretion shall set him aside to prove himself;
(3) when the church is fully satisfied, they shall proceed to ordain him according to our
rules.

(Adopted at Blackwater Lick Church — 1978; published 1988)

(D) Is it proper procedure for the ordained deacons and elders of the Eastern District
Association to participate in ordination of brethren from other churches or church
organizations that have not joined our membership?

Answer: No, an ordained deacon or minister of the Eastern District Association of
Primitive Baptists has no authority to serve on the presbytery for the ordination of
someone outside the association.

(Adopted at Riverside Church — 2005; published 2005)

(E) Resolved, that the ministers and deacons of the Eastern District Association of
Primitive Baptists shall not officiate or participate in the marriage between two men or
two women; neither will any who engage in a lifestyle contrary to the teaching of the
Scriptures as recorded in the King James translation of 1611 be accepted as a minister
or deacon in the Association.

(Adopted at Flower Gap Church — 2006; published 2006)
(F) Requirements or Qualifications for Ordination Procedures for Ministers or Deacons

(Titus 1:6-9). If any be blameless, the husband of one wife, having faithful children
not accused of riot or unruly. For a bishop must be blameless, as the steward of God;

not self-willed, not soon angry, not given to wine, no striker, not given to filthy lucre;
But a lover of hospitality, a lover of good men, sober, just, holy, temperate; Holding
fast the faithful word as he hath been taught, that he may be able by sound doctrine
both to exhort and to convince the gainsayers.

(I Timothy 3:2-7). A bishop then must be blameless, the husband of one wife, vigilant,
sober, of good behavior, given to hospitality, apt to teach; Not given to wine, no striker,
not greedy of filthy lucre; but patient, not a brawler, not covetous; One that ruleth well
his own house, having his children in subjection with all gravity; (For if a man know not
how to rule his own house, how shall he take care of the church of God?) Not a novice,
lest being lifted up with pride he fall into the condemnation of the devil. Moreover he
must have a good report of them which are without; lest he fall into reproach and the
snare of the devil.

(I Timothy 3:8-13) Likewise must the deacons be grave, not double-tongued, not given
to much wine, not greedy of filthy lucre; Holding the mystery of the faith in a pure
conscience. And let these also first be proved; then let them use the office of a
deacon, being found blameless. Even so must their wives be grave, not slanderers,
sober, faithful in all things. Let the deacons be the husbands of one wife, ruling their
children and their own houses well. For they that have used the office of a deacon
well purchase to themselves a good degree, and great boldness in the faith which is
in Christ Jesus.

(Adopted at House Chapel Church — 2011; published 2011)

When the church is satisfied concerning the candidate for ordination and has voiced

their approval of him, then at an appointed time the ordination is to be carried on in the
following manner:

1.

A Legal Presbytery is appointed which shall consist of not less than three nor more than
seven ordained men, one of whom should, if possible, be an ordained deacon in the
church in which the ordination is taking place. In case only three are used to compose
the Presbytery, two ministers and one deacon, or two deacons and one minister, may
be used.

. The church presents the candidate for ordination to the Presbytery for examination.

Each member of the Presbytery will have ample opportunity to question the candidate
concerning his calling if to the ministry, also concerning his moral and spiritual
qualifications and particularly to his understanding and belief of the Articles of Faith,
Rules of Decorum and other principles of the church.

. When the Presbytery has completed their examination of the candidate, they return him

to the care of the church with their report.
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4. If the report of the Presbytery is satisfactory and the church is satisfied, they express
their approval and return the candidate to the hands of the Presbytery for the ordination.

5. The Presbytery with prayer and laying-on of hands ordain the candidate. A charge is
given by one member of the Presbytery. A Certificate of Ordination may then be given
with authorized signatures.

CHURCH COVENANT

Having been, as we trust, brought by the grace of God to embrace the Lord Jesus
Christ, and to give ourselves wholly to him, we do solemnly and joyfully covenant with each
other to walk together in Him in brotherly love to His glory as our common Lord. We do
therefore, in His strength engage that we will exercise a mutual care as members one of
another to promote the growth of the whole body in Christian knowledge, holiness, and
comfort to the end that we may stand perfect and complete in all the will of God, and to
promote and secure this object we will uphold the public worship of God, and the
ordinances of His house, and hold constant communion with each other therein. That we
will cheerfully contribute of our property for the support of the poor, and for the maintenance
of a faithful ministry of the gospel among us, and that we will not omit family religion at
home, nor allow ourselves the too common neglect of the great duty of training our children
and those under our care with a view to the service of Christ and the enjoyment of heaven.
That we will walk circumspectly in the world that we may win their soul; remembering that
God has not given us the spirit of fear, but of a sound mind, that we are the light of the
world, and the salt of the earth, and as a city set on a hill. That we will frequently exhort,
and if occasion requires it, admonish one another according to Matthew 18; in the spirit of
meekness considering ourselves, lest we also be tempted, and that as in baptism, we have
been buried with Christ, and raised again, so there is on us a special obligation, thenceforth
to walk in newness of life, and may the God of peace who brought again from the dead,
our Lord Jesus, that great Shepherd of the sheep, who through the blood of the everlasting
covenant, make us perfect in every good work, to do His will working in us that which is
well pleasing in His sight through Jesus Christ, to whom be glory forever and ever. Amen.

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CHURCH CONSTITUTION
(Especially for Newly Constituted Churches)

We do, with mutual consent, agree to embody ourselves together as a religious body
to worship God. Being a church congregated, we hold and teach:

Baptism of believers in Christ by a decent immersion of our whole bodies once in water;
The final perseverance of the saints;

The resurrection of our bodies;

A restricted communion to church members in full fellowship;

The Old and New Testament Scriptures (King James Version) to be the revealed will
and mind of God,

The Christian Sabbath to be a holy and heavenly institution;

That we should not forsake the assembling of ourselves together as the manner of
some is, and especially our regular church meetings should diligently be attended;

That we should not expose the infirmities of our members except in gospel order;

That we should not move out of the bounds of the church without applying for a letter of
dismission;

And that we should communicate of our worldly substance for the decent support of the
church and ministry.

With this mutual consent and understanding, having been duly and properly organized,
constituted, and pronounced a church, we are ready, by the will of God, to proceed to
business.

(Revised in 1959)
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RULES OF DECORUM

Ordered, therefore that the following decorum be a rule for the church to conduct herself
by in future conferences. See Nehemiah 10:39.

1.

Conference shall consist of members of the church and visiting members of sister
churches of the same faith and order if so desired.

. Conference shall be opened and closed with praise and prayer to Aimighty God. |

Tim. 2:1; | Thess. 5:17, 18.

. One shall be chosen to preside, who shall be addressed under the appellation of

“Brother Moderator,” to whom every speech shall be perfectly directed.

. The members' names being regularly enrolled shall by the Clerk be distinctly called

over.

A door shall be open when thought necessary for admission of new members into the
church. But none shall be admitted but by unanimous consent, and shall first verbally
relate their experience and give an account of the work of God in their hearts; and
secondly, of their faith and principles, if the church requires it; and thirdly, the church
shall make diligent inquiry respecting their moral conduct. When full satisfaction shall
be obtained, the Moderator shall manifest the same by giving the right hand of
fellowship and thus receive them in order.

. No complaint shall be brought in the Conference respecting crimes of a private nature

until the grieved party has complied with the directions of our Lord in Matt. 18:15.

. Every motion and second shall come under the consideration of the Conference

unless withdrawn by the member who made it.

Every query presented shall be three times read. When it is read, the Moderator shall
put it to a vote to see if the majority is for or against answering it. The query shall be
debated if deemed necessary, but the querist may withdraw it any time providing that
no intricate question be asked.

. If the minority at any time should be grieved at the determination of the majority, they

are hereby directed to make the same known immediately to the church; and if
satisfaction cannot be obtained, it may be necessary in that case to call for help from
sister churches.
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10. Section 1. All business of the Conference shall be recorded by the clerk before the
conference rises; the same shall be distinctly read and corrected, if need be.

Section 2. Any member neglecting to attend conference, the same shall be disorder.

Section 3. Any member absenting himself or herself from conference without leave,
the same is disorder.

Section 4. Any member whispering or laughing in time of public speech, the same is
disorder.

Section 5. If two or more shall speak at one time, or any member speak without rising
and addressing the Moderator, the same shall be disorder.

Section 6. Any member speaking more than three times on any subject without leave
obtained, the same is disorder.

Section 7. Any member, grieved at anything done in conference, and shall hold his
or her peace, and shall not let the same be known until conference rises and shall
afterward speak of the same, as it manifestly tends to confusion, is hereby deemed
disorder.

Section 8. Any member speaking or acting in wrath or anger, or in threatening or
disregarding manner, as it shames religion, wounds the cause of Christ, and grieves
the true Christian, is hereby deemed disorder.

Section 9. If any moderator shall neglect plainly and calmly to reprove any member
transgressing these rules, or behaves in any manner irreverently in the time of
conference, the same is disorderly in him, and himself, for the time, liable to be
reproved.

Section 10. The woman hath not the right by the law of Christ to usurp authority over
the man, and therefore ought not to speak in church, only in case of conscience, or
in such particular circumstances that the nature of the case may require it.

Section 11. Amendments to these rules may be made at any time when the
conference shall deem necessary.

ASSOCIATION CONSTITUTION

. This Association shall be called “The Eastern District Association of Primitive Baptists.”

The Association shall be composed of members chosen by the different churches in
our union, and producing letters from their respective churches shall be entitled to
seats.

In the letters from the different churches shall be expressed the number in fellowship
and gains and losses since the last Association.

The members chosen and convened shall have no power to lord it over God's heritage,
neither any clerical power over churches, nor shall they infringe upon the material rights
of any church in the union.

The Association, when convened, shall be governed by a regular and proper decorum.

The Association shall have a moderator, clerk and treasurer, who shall be chosen by
the suffrage of the members present.

New churches may be admitted into the union by letter and delegates; and if found
orthodox and orderly, shall be admitted into the Association and manifested by the
moderator giving each the right hand of fellowship.

Each church shall be entitled to one and not more than four representatives in the
Association.

Each query presented by any church to the Association, being first debated in their
own church, shall be taken up by the Association.

Each motion and second shall come under the consideration of the Association, except
it be withdrawn by the member who made it.

The Association shall furnish the churches with Minutes of the Association.

We think it necessary to have an Association fund for defraying expenses, for the
raising and supporting of which it shall be the duty of each church in the union to
contribute such sums as they may deem proper and send it by the hands of their
delegates to the Association.

There shall be an Association book kept wherein the proceedings of the Association
shall be recorded by the clerk, who shall have a compensation for his trouble.

The Minutes of the Association shall be read and corrected, if need be, and signed by
the moderator and clerk before the Association rises.

Amendments to this form of government may be made at any time by a majority of the
union, if they deem it necessary.

The Association shall have power to provide; first, for a general union of the churches;
second, to preserve inviolable a chain of communion among the churches; third, to
give the churches all necessary advice in matters of church difficulty.

The Association shall have power to inquire into the cause why churches fail to
represent themselves at any time in the Association.

The Association shall have power to appropriate the money contributed by the
churches to any purpose it may think proper.

The Association shall have power to appoint any member or members to transact any
business it may deem necessary.

The Association shall have power to withdraw from any church that violates the rules
of the Association or deviates from the principles of orthodox religion.

The Association shall have power to admit any orderly minister of our order to a seat
in the Association.

The Association shall have power to adjourn to meet at any future time or place it may
deem proper.

Each church shall endeavor to have its letter and delegates present on the first day of
the Association. Any church not represented at that time shall report to the committee
on letters giving their reason for delay.

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A LOOK INTO THE PAST

annual session with Willis Chapel Church, Kyles Ford, TN, on October 3, 1946. The
introductory was preached by Elder B.L. Lawson from this text, “Wherefore we receiving
a kingdom which cannot be moved,” first clause of the 28!" verse of the 12" chapter of
Hebrews. Elder Dana Crawford, the alternate, followed Elder Lawson using the same
text. Elder T.R. Carter was elected moderator, and Amos Osborne was elected clerk
and treasurer.

50 Years Ago — Beginning on September 30", 1971, Blackwater Lick Church in Lee
County, VA hosted the 119" annual session. The one chosen to preach the introductory
sermon, Elder Harold Shaw, came forward, reading from the 3 chapter of Exodus,
beginning at the 11™ verse, using a portion of the 14" verse as his test, “| am that | am.”
Elder Hampton Osborne (alternate) followed using the same text. Elder Basil Freeman
was chosen to serve as moderator, and Burnice R. Sybert was chosen to serve as clerk
and treasurer.
